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Global Financial Markets in Brief

Over the previous week, U.S. Treasury yields ended lower as easing
geopolitical tensions in the Middle East outweighed concerns over
elevated inflation, while investors assessed mixed economic data and
expectations for future Federal Reserve policy. Similarly, the U.S. Dollar
Index declined over the week, pressured by easing safe-haven demand
and softer market sentiment following signs of progress toward a
resolution of the U.S.-Iran conflict. In contrast, Wall Street stocks ended
the week higher as optimism surrounding a potential peace agreement
and reduced geopolitical risks supported investor sentiment despite
inflation concerns. Meanwhile, oil prices closed sharply lower as
expectations of aceasefire and diplomatic progress betweenthe United
States and Iran eased fears of supply disruptions through the Strait of
Hormuz. Additionally, gold prices fell over the week as expectations of
higher-for-longer interest rates and easing geopolitical risks reduced
demand for safe-haven assets, despite persistent inflation concerns.
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U.S. Treasury Yields Ended Lower as Markets
Balance Inflation Data and Geopolitical Volatility

U.S. 10- year treasury yield started the week on a positive note on Monday and
Tuesday, as investors weighed the impact from Middle East tensions. Traders
were digesting the latest read on existing U.S. home sales from the National
Association of Realtors. Existinghome salesin May rose by 3.2% from April, to an
annualizedrate of 4.17 million units, whichwas a better-than-expectedrebound.
Meanwhile, the U.S.10-year Treasury yield held steady Wednesday as investors
pored through the latest data showing inflation last month atits highestin three
years. Yields held where they were after the latest inflation data while hot came
in as expected. The May consumer price index spiked to a seasonally adjusted
0.5% for the month, and 4.2% from a year ago, which was the fastest rate of
price increases since 2023, according to the Bureau of Labor Statistics. Both
numbers were in line with expectations from economists polled by Dow Jones.

However, on Thursday, U.S. Treasury yields tumbled after President Trump
stated that he had called off strikes on Iran scheduled for the evening, and the
producer price index in May rose a seasonally adjusted 1.1% on the month, with
the 12-monthwholesaleinflationrate at 6.5%, according to the Bureau of Labor
Statistics. Economists surveyed by Dow Jones had been looking for a monthly
move of 0.7%. Core PPI, which excludes food and energy, added 0.4%, less
than the 0.5% consensus estimate, implying that much of the faster inflation
was caused by rising fuel costs. Nevertheless, U.S. Treasury yields edged higher
onFriday after falling sharply the previous session. Despite Friday’s gain, this did
not prevent U.S. Treasury yields to end negatively. Consequently, U.S. Treasury
yields closed the week lower, with the 2-year Treasury yield decreasing by 6 bps
t0 4.09%, and the 10-year yield decreasing by 4 bps to 4.49%.

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U.S. Treasury Yields Ended Lower as Markets
Balance Inflation Data and Geopolitical Volatility

The U.S. dollar eased on Monday but hovered near its highest level in nearly two
months, afterlranandlsraelagreedto haltattacks oneach other. Similarly, the U.S.
dollar edged lower on Tuesday amid a fragile Middle East truce and as investors
looked ahead to key U.S. data later in the week. Continuing the downward trend,
the U.S. dollar slipped on Wednesday after data showed U.S. consumer inflation
rose toits highestlevelin three yearsin May. Furthermore, the U.S. dollar dropped
sharply on Thursday after President Trump called off plans for renewed U.S.
military strikes on Iran at the last minute. Meanwhile, the U.S. dollar steadied on
Friday butremained ontrack foraweeklyloss, as markets monitored negotiations
over a deal that could end the Middle East conflict. Consequently, the U.S. dollar
ended the week lower, closing at 99.7. Meanwhile, the euro ended 0.4% higher
against the U.S. dollar, and sterling closed 0.5% higher.

In parallel, Wall Street stocks ended mixed on Monday as investors were relieved
after Iran and Israel said they had halted attacks on each other. The Nasdaq and
S&P 500 posted gains of 0.9% and 0.3%, respectively, whereas the Dow Jones
posted a 0.2% loss. Meanwhile, Wall Street stocks ended mixed on Tuesday,
as President Trump stated that the U.S. must react to Iran's shooting down of a
U.S. helicopter. However, on Wednesday, Wall Street stocks ended more than
1% lower, with renewed tensions between the U.S. and Iran adding to investor
uncertainty. However, Wall Street stocks ended sharply higher on Thursday, with
indexes extending gains after U.S. President Trump said he canceled planned
strikesagainstlran. Similarly, Wall Street stocks ended higheronFriday asinvestors
held outhopeforapeace dealbetweenlranandthe United States. Consequently,
U.S. equities ended the week higher, with the Dow Jones, S&P 500, and Nasdaq
posting weekly gains of 0.7%, 0.6%, and 0.7%, respectively. In parallel, Japan’s
Nikkei 225 closed 0.9% lower and the MSCI AC Asia Pacific Index decreased by
0.7% over the week.
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Oil Prices Ended Lower as Easing Middle East
Tensions Outweigh Supply Concerns

Oil prices settled US$ 1 higher after rising by more than 5% earlier in the session on
Monday, as Iran and Israel stated that they had halted attacks on each other. In the
face of the supply crisis, OPEC+ agreed to its fourth oil output target increase in
four months. Meanwhile, Saudi Arabia cut its official selling prices for crude oil to
AsiainJuly forasecond month. However, on Tuesday, oil prices fellby about 3% to a
seven-weeklow. Iltisworth noting that China's May crude imports slumped by 29%
to their lowest level in eight years, extending a sharp decline in the world's largest
oilimporter, thereby helping to keep alid on global oil prices. In contrast, oil prices
closed up nearly US$ 2 on Wednesday after President Trump said that the U.S.
would escalate tensions again if no peace deal was finalized. Furthermore, Trump
stated that the U.S. military secretly escorted ships carrying more than 100 million
barrels of oil out of the Strait of Hormuz. At the same time, U.S. crude inventories fell
by 7.2 million barrels in the week ended June 5, the agency said, a far bigger draw
than the 4 million barrels expected by analysts in a Reuters poll.

Furthermore, the data showed that inventories in the U.S. Strategic Petroleum
Reserve were at their lowest levels since August 2023. Nevertheless, oil prices
settled lower on Thursday after U.S. President Trump canceled plans to escalate
tensions, a move that raised expectations for a deal to end more than three
months of war. Similarly, oil prices fell by over 3% after reports emerged that a
memorandum between the United States and Iran to halt the war in the Gulf could
be signed as soon as Sunday. Consequently, oil prices concluded the week lower,
with Brent crude settling at US$ 86.8 per barrel, posting a weekly loss of 6.4%, and
WTI closing at US$ 84.3, reflecting a weekly loss of 6.6%.

U.S. natural gas futures slid by about 3% to a one-week low on Monday due to a
smallincrease in output and lingering maintenance at liquefied natural gas (LNG)
export plants. Furthermore, prices fell as U.S. weather forecasts shifted toward
milder conditions in the second half of June, which could reduce natural gas
demand from electricity providers for power generation and air conditioning.
Similarly, U.S. natural gas prices settled slightly lower on Tuesday. Additionally,
forecasts of cooler U.S. weather weighed on natural gas prices. U.S. natural
gas supply and demand will both rise to record highs in 2026, the U.S. Energy
Information Administration said in its Short-Term Energy Outlook on Tuesday. In
contrast, U.S. natural gas futures climbed about 3% on Wednesday on forecasts
for hotter-than-normal weather and higher demand over the upcoming two
weeks than previously expected. Furthermore, the U.S. Deputy Secretary of
State stated on Wednesday that the United States is seeking to release some
of its strategic energy reserves and boost sales of liquefied petroleum gas and
liquefied natural gas to ASEAN.

Towards the end of the week, U.S. natural gas prices fell by more than 3% to below
US$3.10 on Thursday, hitting the lowest level in over two weeks after a larger-
than-expected storage build. However, U.S. natural gas prices rallied by more
than 2% on Friday, overcoming part of Thursday’s sharp sell-off. Nevertheless,
despite Friday’s gain, this did not prevent U.S. natural gas prices from ending the
week on a negative note. Consequently, U.S. natural gas futures settled at US$
3.1, posting a 2.5% weekly loss. In parallel, European gas prices closed lower, with
the Dutch TTF benchmark closing at 46.6 euros, posting a 4.6% weekly loss.
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Gold steadied on Monday as prospects for a potential Israel-Iran ceasefire helped
the metal rebound from session lows, though strong U.S. jobs data boosted
expectations of a Federal Reserve rate hike and limited the upside. While gold is
traditionally sought as a safe haven during conflict, a peace deal would reduce
energy-driven inflation risks and ease the pressure on central banks to keep
interest rates high. Moreover, higher interest rates tend to weigh on non-yielding
gold. Nevertheless, gold fell by over1% to a more than two-month low on Tuesday,
tracking a broader market sell-off and pressured by rising expectations of a U.S.
interestrate hike thisyear. Similarly, gold prices fellby more than 3% on Wednesday
as fears of a wider U.S.-backed war with Iran stoked concerns about interest rate
hikes to curb rising inflation, with investors focusing on key U.S. data for clues on
the monetary policy path. At the same time, inflation, central bank buying, and
currency debasement concerns continue to support gold.

However, gold prices rose by 2% on Thursday amid easing fears of oil-driven
inflation and elevated interest rates. Meanwhile, gold headed for a second straight
weekly loss on Friday as expectations of higher interest rates weighed on the
non-yielding metal ahead of the following week's U.S. Federal Reserve meeting.
Conseqguently, gold prices settled at US$ 4,239.9 per ounce, registering a 2.6%
weekly loss. In parallel, other precious metals ended the week mixed, with silver
closingatUS$ 68.1perounce, up 0.2%, and platinum falling by 3.2% to finishat US$
1,720.6 per ounce.

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Cryptocurrencies ended higher on Monday after last week’s sharp decline.
Bitcoin ended trading at US$ 63,473, up by 3%, while Ethereum added 5% and
ended trading at around US$ 1,700. Investors remained cautious as the conflicts
in the Middle East drove up energy prices around the world, making it more
likely that the Fed could raise rates at some point this year. Higher interest rates
generally reduce the appeal of risk-sensitive assets such as cryptocurrencies,
leading some investors to adopt a more defensive stance. However, on Tuesday,
Bitcoin and Ethereum ended lower as tensions with Iran escalated following
President Trump's proportional strikes. Continuing the downward trend, Bitcoin
ended around 1% lower, while Ethereum ended around 2% lower. Furthermore,
the intense focus on Al investments, coupled with the continued escalation in
the Middle East and the resulting inflationary pressures, prevented crypto prices
from gaining ground. As a result, market sentiment remained subdued, limiting
buying activity across the broader digital asset market.

Towards the end of the week, crypto markets ended higher on Thursday, with
Bitcoin and Ethereum rising from their lowest opening levels in some time. The
value of Bitcoin rose sharply, moving back above US$ 63,000. Ethereum also
ended higher, rising by around 3% to US$ 1,671. The rebound was supported by
improving risk appetite and easing concerns over an immediate escalation of
geopolitical tensions. Meanwhile, on Friday, crypto markets ended mixed after
President Trump claimed that the war in I[ran had ended. Nevertheless, investors
remained cautious, as numerous headlines over the past month had suggested
that peace was near, but to no avail. Moreover, when the war ends, analysts
expect Bitcoin and Ethereum prices to post further gains and recover at least
some of their recent losses. Market participants are also closely monitoring
macroeconomic developments and central bank policy signals, which continue
to influence capital flows into digital assets. Consequently, Bitcoin closed the
week higher at US$ 63,416, posting a 2.9% weekly gain. In parallel, Ethereum
finished the week higher at US$ 1,664, up by 3.7%.
