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Global Financial Markets in Brief
|

Over the previous week, U.S. Treasury yields ended higher as shifting
expectationsaround U.S.-Iran tensions, Federal Reserve independence,
and inflation risks shaped market sentiment. In parallel, the U.S. Dollar
Indexalsofinished stronger, supported by safe-havendemandandrising
geopolitical uncertainty. Meanwhile, Wall Street stocks closed the week
mixed, reflecting a balance between easing fears of prolonged conflict
and persistent macroeconomic uncertainty, as investors reassessed
risk appetite across sectors. Similarly, oil prices ended higher despite
volatile trading conditions, driven by supply disruptions linked to
tensions around the Strait of Hormuz and changing expectations around
peace negotiations, which continued to influence energy markets. In
contrast, gold prices declined over the week, as a stronger U.S. dollar
and higheryields weighed ondemand, althoughintermittent safe-haven
flows provided temporary support amid ongoing geopolitical risks.
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U.S. Treasury Yields Rise Amid Inflation Pressures
and Geopolitical Volatility

U.S. Treasury yields were relatively unchanged on Monday following a weekend
that saw the Strait of Hormuz reopened and subsequently closed by Iran.
However, yields ticked higher on Tuesday as investors sought clarity on the
statusof U.S.-Irandiscussionsregarding apotentialend to the war. Furthermore,
traders monitored Federal Reserve Chair nominee Kevin Warsh’s confirmation
hearing. In his prepared statement to the Senate Banking Committee, the
former Fed governor emphasized that the U.S. central bank must remain largely
independent from political influence while staying focused on its primary
objectives. Similarly, U.S. Treasury yields moved higher on Wednesday after
President Donald Trump announced an indefinite extension of the ceasefire
with Iran. Continuing this upward momentum, yields rose again on Thursday as
renewed tensions between the U.S. and Iran, particularly around the Strait of
Hormuz, reignited inflation concerns.

However,yields declinedonFriday afterthe United States Department of Justice
dropped a criminal investigation into Federal Reserve Chair Jerome Powell,
paving the way forthe Senate to vote on Kevin Warsh as a potential successor to
lead the central bank. Meanwhile, consumer sentiment remained near record-
low levels in April despite the ceasefire in the Middle East, according to the
latest survey by the University of Michigan. The Survey of Consumers showed
the sentiment index at 49.8, slightly above the preliminary reading of 47.6 and
higher than the Dow Jones consensus estimate of 48.6. It is worth noting that
near-term inflation expectations remain elevated, with consumers anticipating
prices torise by 4.7% over the next year. Despite Friday’s decline, U.S. Treasury
yields stillended the week higher overall. The 2-yearyield rose by 8 basis points
to 3.79%, while the 10-year yield increased by 6 basis points to 4.31%.

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U.S. Treasury Yields Rise Amid Inflation Pressures
and Geopolitical Volatility

The U.S. dollar started the week on a weak footing, falling on Monday amid
optimism that a ceasefire agreement in the Iran conflict would be reached.
However, the U.S. dollarreached a one-week high on Tuesday and rose furtheron
Wednesday after President Donald Trump extended the ceasefire. Furthermore,
the U.S. dollar was on track for its first weekly gain in a month on Thursday, as
a stand-off between Iran and the U.S. in the Middle East and a lack of progress
on peace talks sent oil prices back above US$ 100 per barrel. Nevertheless, the
U.S. dollar fell on Friday, pressured by the United States Department of Justice's
decision to close its investigation into Federal Reserve Chair Jerome Powell.
However, despite Friday’s decline, this did not prevent the U.S. Dollar Index from
ending higher. Consequently, the U.S. dollar ended the week higher, closing at
98.5, up by 0.4%. Meanwhile, the euro closed 0.4% lower against the U.S. dollar,
while sterling closed 0.1% higher.

In parallel, Wall Street stocks ended slightly lower on Monday, with each of the
three majorindexes pulling back after a third consecutive week of gains. Similarly,
Wall Street stocks closed lower on Tuesday, as renewed concerns about the
Middle East conflict outweighed initial optimism over a round of solid corporate
earnings. However, Wall Street stocks gained on Wednesday following President
Donald Trump’s unilateral ceasefire extension announcement in the Iran conflict.
Nevertheless, Wall Street stocks fell on Thursday as hopes for a swift resolution
to the conflict faded. Meanwhile, on Friday, Wall Street stocks ended mixed, with
the Dow Jones Industrial Average easing by 0.2%, while the S&P 500 and the
Nasdag Composite ended 0.8% and 1.6% higher, respectively. Consequently,
U.S. equities ended the week mixed, with the Dow Jones posting a weekly loss of
0.4%, while the S&P 500 and Nasdaq recorded weekly gains of 0.5% and 1.5%,
respectively. In parallel, Japan’s Nikkei 225 closed 2.1% higher, and the MSCI AC
Asia Pacific Index increased by 0.3% over the week.
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Oil Ended Higher Amid Geopolitical Tensions and
Supply Disruptions

Oil prices rose by around 6% on Monday, driven by uncertainty surrounding peace
talks between the U.S. and Iran following renewed tensions around the Strait of
Hormuz. Nevertheless, oil prices pared gains on Tuesday after briefly surpassing
US$ 100 per barrel, following an announcement by President Donald Trump that
he would extend the ceasefire with Iran until Tehran submits a proposal. In contrast,
oil prices settled more than US$ 3 higher on Wednesday after a surprise draw in
U.S. gasoline and distillate inventories. Furthermore, U.S. crude stocks increased,
while gasoline and distillate inventories recorded unexpected declines in the
week ended April 17, according to the Energy Information Administration. Crude
inventories rose by 1.9 million barrels to 465.7 million barrels, while U.S. gasoline
stocks fell by 4.6 million barrels to 228.4 million barrels, exceeding analysts’
expectations of a 1.5-million-barrel draw, according to a Reuters poll.

Similarly, oil prices rose on Thursday as the U.S. and Iran maintained restrictions on
trade flows through the Strait of Hormuz. Furthermore, total exports of crude oil
and petroleum products from the United States rose by 137,000 barrels per day
to arecord 12.88 million bpd, as Asian and European buyers increased purchases
following supply disruptions linked to the Iran conflict. However, on Friday, oil prices
fellinvolatile trading butremained higher on the week, as traders weighed ongoing
supply disruptions against the potential resumption of peace talks between the
U.S. andlran, which could help ease those disruptions. Prices declined further after
CNN reported that President Trump was sending a special envoy to Pakistan for
discussions with Iran’s foreign minister. Consequently, oil prices ended the week
higher, with Brent Crude settling at US$ 99.9 per barrel, up by 8.1%, and West Texas
Intermediate closing at US$ 94.9 per barrel, reflecting a 10.9% weekly gain.

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Oil Ended Higher Amid Geopolitical Tensions and
Supply Disruptions

U.S. natural gas futures dropped to US$ 2.66 on Monday, trimming earlier gains
and tracking a broader decline in energy markets amid optimism over a potential
negotiated end to the Middle East conflict. Additional pressure came from a
persistent storage surplus, as unseasonably mild spring weather supported
strong inventory injections. However, on Tuesday, U.S. natural gas prices erased
early losses and moved higheras arally in crude oil prices driven by the continued
closure of the Strait of Hormuz, triggered short-covering activity in natural gas
futures. Traders closely monitored potential talks between the U.S. and Iran,
which supported both oil and European natural gas prices. Similarly, U.S. natural
gas prices climbed to a two-week high on Wednesday and settled higher.
However, gains remained capped due to expectations of warmer U.S. weather,
which is likely to reduce heating demand. The underlying U.S. market continues
to reflect relatively loose supply conditions, limiting the potential for sustained
price increases.

Nevertheless, U.S. natural gas prices extended weekly losses on Thursday,
declining by around 5%, as a larger-than-expected increase in storage levels
weighed on prices. The Energy Information Administration reported that natural
gas inventories rose in the week ended April 3, exceeding market expectations.
In contrast, U.S. natural gas futures fell by about 2% on Friday, amid forecasts
of continued mild weather and subdued demand through early May, allowing
energy firms to inject more gas into storage than is typical for this time of year.
Consequently, U.S. natural gas futures settled at US$ 2.5, posting a weekly loss
of 5.7%. In parallel, European gas prices moved higher, with the Dutch TTF closing
at 44.8 euros, marking a 13% weekly gain.
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Gold prices fell to a one-week low on Monday before recovering slightly, as Iran’s
threat of retaliation following the U.S. seizure of an Iranian cargo vessel pushed the
U.S. dollar and oil prices higher. Furthermore, gold extended losses on Tuesday as
a stronger dollar and rising yields weighed on prices, while investors awaited the
outcome of ongoing U.S.-Iran discussions. Higher yields and a stronger dollar
continued to pressure gold amid persistent geopolitical uncertainty and mixed
signalsregarding the Iran situation. However, on Wednesday, gold pricesrose after
hitting a more than one-week low in the previous session, as investors awaited a
possible resumption of U.S.-Iran peace talks. Gold found some support on hopes
of easing tensions around the Strait of Hormuz following statements by President
Donald Trump, although uncertainty remained elevated. Gold prices have fallen
by about 11% since the onset of the U.S.-Israel conflict with Iran on February 28, as
rising oil prices have fueled inflation concerns.

Toward the end of the week, gold prices fell to a more than one-week low on
Thursday, pressured by concerns that inflationary pressures stemming from the
Middle East conflict could keep interest rates higher for longer. Furthermore,
renewed concerns over a potential breakdown of the ceasefire raised the risk of
a sharprise in crude oil prices, weighing on other asset classes, including gold. In
contrast, gold prices rose on Friday but were on track for their first weekly loss in
five weeks, as persistent inflation concerns and uncertainty surrounding the U.S.-
Iran conflict kept markets on edge. Gold had already declined throughout March,
as the conflict strengthened the dollar and heightened inflation fears, reducing
demand forthe metal. Consequently, gold prices settled at US$ 4,725.1 perounce,
registering a 2.6% weekly loss. In parallel, other precious metals ended the week
lower, with silver closing at US$ 75.7 per ounce, down by 6.5%, and platinum
declining by 4.4% to US$ 2,021 per ounce.
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Cryptocurrencies started the week on a negative note, as significant gaps
emerged between the U.S. and Iran ahead of potential peace talks. Bitcoin
hovered near the US$ 76,000 level, consolidating recent gains after a volatile
week, while Ethereum held steady above US$ 2,300 as investors weighed
macroeconomic and geopolitical signals. Continuing the downward momentum,
Bitcoin and crypto-related stocks slipped on Tuesday as sentiment weakened
further. Additional pressure came from rising concerns that peace talks
between Iran and the U.S. were stalling as the ceasefire deadline to reach a
deal approached. However, on Wednesday, crypto markets moved higher, with
Bitcoinrising above US$ 78,000, reachingits strongest level since early February
as a long-awaited breakout attempt gained momentum. Ethereum also ended
3% higher, trading near the US$ 2,400 level. Broader risk sentiment improved
after President Donald Trump extended the Iran ceasefire, supporting both
equities and crypto markets. Bitcoin and Ethereum’s status as non-sovereign
assets continue to give them a relative demand edge over traditional risk assets
during periods of geopolitical stress.

Towardthe end of the week, crypto markets fellon Thursday afterreports that the
U.S. had seized three Iranian tankers in Asian waters, leading to a decline in risk
assets. Bitcoin slipped below the US$ 78,000 level, while Ethereum held above
US$ 2,300. Meanwhile, on Friday, crypto markets ended largely unchanged,
as geopolitical tensions in the Middle East and uncertainty surrounding the Iran
conflict persisted. Bitcoin remained above US$ 77,000 and was up by about
13.6% in April, putting it on track for its strongest monthly performance in a year.
Similarly, Ethereum held above US$ 2,300 as investors maintained a cautious
stance amid rising oil prices. Consequently, Bitcoin closed at US$ 77,747, posting
a 0.5% weekly gain. In parallel, Ethereum ended the week lower at US$ 2,327,
down by 4.1%.

Major Arab stock markets ended mixed on Sunday after U.S.
President Trump stated that Iran had committed a serious violation
of the ceasefire, renewing uncertainty over the Strait of Hormuz
and the state of U.S.-Iran talks despite his insistence that a peace
dealwould bereached.

P Saudi Arabia's benchmark index declined by 0.8%, weighed
down by a 0.7% fall in Al Rajhi Bank stock and a 1.2% decrease in
Saudi Aramco stock. Meanwhile, in Qatar, the index finished flat in
choppy trading. However, Kuwait’s mainindex closed 0.2% higher,
with Equipment Holding stock adding 13.2%. In contrast, Muscat’s
main indexlost 0.3%, weighed down by a 6.4% decrease in Dhofar
International Development & Investment stock.

P Outside the Gulf, Egypt's blue-chip index gained 1.8%, buoyed
by a7.9% surge in Talaat Moustafa Group Holding stock. Similarly,
Amman’s main index closed 0.3% higher while Irag’s main index
closed 0.6% higher, with Iragi Middle East Investment Bank stock
increasing by 11.1%.

Major Arab stock markets ended lower on Monday, amid fears the
ceasefire between Washington and Tehran could unravel after the
U.S. seized an Iranian cargo vessel, while traffic through the Strait
of Hormuz remained largely suspended. Inits eighth week, the war
has triggered a historic shock to global energy supplies, sending
oil prices soaring as the Strait of Hormuzremains effectively closed.
Brent crude futures advanced by 4.8% to US$ 94.8 a barrel, as
investors dealt with conflicting messages about the war.

) Saudi Arabia's benchmark index closed 0.9% lower, weighed
down by a 1.2% fall in Al Rajhi Bank stock. Similarly, the Qatari index
decreased by 0.4%, with Qatar Islamic Bank stock dropping by
1.8%, and Kuwait’s main index fell by 0.6%, with Gulf Insurance
Group stock decreasing by 9.5%. In parallel, Muscat’s main index
ended 0.7% lower, with Liva Group stock decreasing by 8.3%. In
Abu Dhabi, the index lost 0.8%, dragged down by a 2.7% decline in
Aldar Properties stock, while Dubai's main share index retreated by
2.1%, snapping four sessions of gains, hit by a 2.3% fall in Emaar
Properties stock and a 2.9% slide in Salik stock, while Air Arabia
stockended 3% lower.

) Outside the Gulf, Egypt's blue-chip index slipped by 1.1%, with
Commercial International Bank stock losing 1.6%. However,
Amman’s mainindexended 0.4% higher and Irag’s mainindex rose
0.2%, with Iragi Middle East Investment Bank stock adding by 10%.
In contrast, in Casablanca, the main index lost by 1%, with Oulmes
stock decreasing by 6%, while in Tunis the mainindexadded 0.5%.

Most Arab stock markets ended marginally higher on Tuesday,
supportedbyreportsthatlranis considering attending peace talks
with the United States, raising cautious hopes for diplomacy as the
two-week ceasefire nearsits end.

P SaudiArabia's benchmark index decreased by 0.2%, with the
Saudi National Bank slipping by 2.4%, while Saudi Aramco stock
eased by 0.2%. However, the Qatariindex closed up by 0.1%, with
Industries Qatar stock rising by 0.8%, and Kuwait’'s main index
added 0.3%, led by a 17.3% gain in Inovest stock. However,
Muscat’s main index decreased by 0.4%, with Salalah Mills stock
losing 9.1%. Meanwhile, in Abu Dhabi, the index edged by 0.2%
higher, and Dubai's main share index closed up by 0.3%, helped
by a 0.3%rise in Emaar Properties stock.

P Outside the Gulf, Egypt's blue-chip index gained 0.3%.
However, Amman’s main index closed flat, and Irag’s main index
ended flat. Meanwhile, in Casablanca, the main index added
0.6%, with Sanlam Maroc stock increasing by 6.6%, and the main
indexin Tunis ended 0.2% higher.
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Most Arab stock markets ended lower on Wednesday, as caution
overthe continued closure of the Strait of Hormuz outweighed U.S.
President Trump's move to indefinitely extend the ceasefire with
Iran. It is worth noting that shipping through the Strait of Hormuz,
which normally handles around 20% of global oil and liquefied
natural gas supplies, remained largely at a standstill. Oil prices
increased after reports of attacks in Hormuz, with Brent crude
futuresup by 1.2% at US$ 99.6 per barrel.

P Saudi Arabia's benchmark index extended losses for a fifth
straight session, falling by 0.9%, and Al Rajhi Bank stock fell by
2%, while ACWA Power stock dropped by 2.2%. Similarly, the
Qatari index edged down 0.1%, as Qatar National Bank stock fell
by1.5% and QatarNavigationstockdeclinedby1.2%. Additionally,
Kuwait’s mainindexlost 0.3%, with Kuwait Financial Centre stock
decreasingby7.3%, while Muscat’s mainindexended 0.4% lower,
with Salalah Port Services stock declining by 9.9%. In Abu Dhabi,
theindexlost 0.8%, while First Abu Dhabi Bank stock fellby 2.6%,
Alpha Dhabi stock retreated by 1.4%, and Aldar Properties stock
slid by 1.8%. Meanwhile, Dubai's main share index fell by 1.1%, with
Emaar Properties stock declining by 2.2%, while Emirates NBD
stock dropped by 1.8%.

P Outside the Gulf, Egypt’s blue-chip index was little changed
as Commercial International Bank stock fell by 2%, while Eastern
Company stock gained 2.8%. However, Amman’s main index
closed 0.7% higher. In contrast, Irag’s main index ended 0.3%
lower, with Iragi Middle East Investment Bank losing by 9.1%.
Meanwhile, in Casablanca, the mainindex ended flat, while in Tunis
the mainindexlost 0.4%.
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Major Arab stock markets ended lower on Thursday, as concerns
over stalled peace talks between Iran and the U.S. weighed on
sentiment, with trade restrictions through the Strait of Hormuz still
in place. With the strait effectively shut, pressure on global oil
supplies pushed Brent crude back above US$ 100 a barrel.

P Saudi Arabia's benchmark index fell by 1.2%, extending its
losing streak to six sessions, weighed down by a2.2% declinein Al
Rajhi Bank stock and a 1.8% drop in Saudi National Bank stock,
while SABIC Agri-Nutrients Co stock dropped by 5.1%. Similarly,
in Qatar, the index eased by 0.1%, with Qatar National Bank stock
down by 1.3%. However, Kuwait’'s main index gained 0.1%,
supported by a 13.6% rise in Automated Systems stock. In
contrast, Muscat’s main index dropped by 0.4%, with Al Maha
Marketing stock decreasing by 9.1%. Additionally, Abu Dhabi's
index closed 0.4% lower, dragged down by a 2.1% fall in First Abu
Dhabi Bank stock, while Dubai's main share index erased early
gains to close unchanged; Emirates NBD stock slipped by 0.1%,
whereas Air Arabia stock gained 1.2%.

P Outside the Gulf, Egypt's blue-chip index bucked the regional
trend to close 0.8% higher, with Commercial International Bank
stock rising by 1.3%. However, Amman’s main index closed 0.2%
lower. Similarly, Irag’s main index edged down by 0.1%, with
Ashour Hotel stock decreasing by 5%. In Casablanca, the main
index also fell by 0.1%, with Rebab stock losing 5.7%. Meanwhile,
in Tunis, the mainindex added 0.2%.
